
 
 
 

Sample Schedule for Pretoria Road Trip 
 

This is an example of a 14-day road trip to South Africa.   
  
Day 1 and 2 – Travel  

That’s right…it takes almost 2 days to get there!  
 
Day 3 – Arrive, Connect, and Recover  

Morning:  Arrive and brief tour of Pangani (the NieuCommunities site)  
Afternoon: Rest and recover from jetlag  
Evening:  Orientation, get acquainted, and a Road Trip challenge  

 
Day 4 – the City through God’s Eyes  

Morning:  Spiritual Reflections.  
 Outing to a culturally significant site to gain a sense of historical perspective  
 Intercession…serving on our knees  
Afternoon:  A listening walk through the city to begin to feel its ethos and God’s heart for the city  
 Reflecting on your life’s journey so far by creating a symbol timeline  
Evening:  Connecting with your new teammates through their timelines  

 
Day 5 – Serving in a Township  

Morning:  Spiritual Reflections  
 Visit to a nearby township to learn the story of the people  
Afternoon:  Serving in the township  
Evening:  Debrief the day  
 Spend the night in the township  

 
Day 6 – Serving in a Township  

Morning:  Spiritual Reflections  
 A guided conversation on the power of Worldview  
Afternoon:  Serving in the township (mid-morning to mid-afternoon)  
 Free time back at Pangani  
Evening:  Debrief the day  
 Game/movie night  

 
Day 7 – The Apartheid Museum and Soweto  

Morning:  Spiritual Reflections  
 Explore South Africa’s turbulent history through the Apartheid Museum in Johannesburg  
Afternoon:  Visit the township of Soweto to better understand what it costs to fight injustice  
Evening:  Debrief the day  
 Rest and play  

 
Day 8 – Township Church Experience and Reaching out to the Local Community  

Morning:  Spiritual Reflections  
 Visit an indigenous church in a local township  
Afternoon:  Prep for our weekly Sunday night braai (b-b-q) and spiritual gathering  
Evening:  Braai and creative worship experience  
 Debrief the day  

 
Day 9 – Serving in a Township and Exploring the State of your Heart  

Morning:  Spiritual Reflections  
 Serving in the township  



Afternoon:  Serving in the township  
Evening:  A guided conversation on the state of your heart 

 
Day 10 – Serving in the City (downtown) and Exploring God’s Invitation  

Morning:  Spiritual Reflections  
 Serving in the township  
Afternoon:  Serving in the township  
Evening:  A guided conversation on God’s invitation (part 1)  

 
Day 11 – Serving in a Township and Set out to Safari  

Morning:  Spiritual Reflections  
 Serving in the township  
Afternoon:  Serving in the township  
Evening:  Travel to Pilanesberg National Park and set-up camp  
 A guided conversation on God’s invitation (part 2)  

 
Day 12 – Safari  

Morning:  Game Drive (“Safari”)  
Afternoon:  Head back to Pangani and do some souvenir shopping  
Evening:  Celebration Dinner  
 A guided conversation on what it means to live missionally  

 
Day 13 – Commissioning and Departure  

Morning:  Spiritual Reflections  
 A guided conversation on the next waypoints in your journey  
Afternoon:  Wrap-up  
 Pack-up  
Evening:  Take-off on your long ride home!  

 
Day 14 – Travel Day
